Since 2019, 30 Bruneian scholars have benefited from this program, contributing to
Brunei’s national development in fields such as health, education, technology, and
environmental sustainability. Scholars are selected based on academic merit, leadership
potential, and their ability to drive positive change in their home country.

Applications for the next round of Australia Awards Scholarships will open in May 2026.
