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Dawn Service marks ANZAC Day in Brunei Darussalam 

Bandar Seri Begawan, 25 April 2026 – The Australian High Commission in Brunei 

Darussalam held a dawn service to commemorate ANZAC Day at the Brunei-Australia 

Memorial at Muara Beach on 25 April 2026, honouring the service of Australians and New
